I am happy to say that since I moved to the Lake 
Mary area just under a month ago,  we have already had very productive music, percus-
sion, and color guard rehearsals, and had a car wash which grossed nearly $350. We 
have also had the band grow in size from last year and have had more students sign up 
for the London Trip! Our 2008 – 2009 year is already looking to be fantastic! 
 
I am writing this on July 4th and it is exciting to think that just one month from today is the 
first day of Full Band Camp! Band Camp is going to be a very important and fun time for 
the Marching Rams.

Be sure to get plenty of sleep and eat a good 
breakfast before every day of band camp. Full Band Camp looks to be especially fun 
and productive this year as we will be hosting current and former members of the FSU 
Marching Chiefs Leadership who will be in town for our Band Camp to help with section-
als and with teaching the half-time show. 
 
Additionally, all band members and their parents should mark July 29th on their calendar. 
We will be having our yearly Parent Information Meeting that night at 7pm in the LMHS 
Auditorium. In the past, this meeting has been held around the start of the school year. 
This year we are planning it much earlier so parents and students have a chance to 
learn everything about the Marching Rams before Band Camp starts. For everyone’s 
convenience, the actual meeting will not last more than one hour. Parents will also have 
the chance to complete all forms necessary for their child’s participation during the 2008 
– 2009 year. We will also have several Notary Publics on hand to make all medical 
forms official, free of charge. Please plan to be in the auditorium at 7pm on July 29th for 
this very important meeting. I am truly excited about the year to come! I look forward to 
working with and getting to know all of you this year!

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As your Ram’s Horn editor, I had an opportunity to 
meet with our new Band Director in June and ask him 
all the questions on my mind as a parent of a band 
student and as a parent active in the Band Boosters. 
Hopefully, your questions will be answered as well. 
First of all, know that this interview was accompanied 
by a lot of laughter which made my job easier and en-
joyable and introduced me to a man who is happy to 
be at Lake Mary High School directing the band pro-
gram and leading the Marching Rams. 
 
RH:   Did I hear you say jazz band? 
 
DN:   Absolutely.  I loved playing in my high school 
jazz band.  I may begin one this spring which meets 
before or after school.  I hope to have it offered on the 
schedule for next fall. 
 
RH:  What do you see as your biggest challenge this 
year? 
 
DN:  I had originally been concerned about the transi-
tion for the students who had such a great band direc-
tor for so long. I know that transition is difficult. So far, 
however, everything is transitioning smoothly. The 
students on leadership who keep showing up and 
jumping right in have been great.  Another challenge 
will be developing such a young band as so many of 
our students are freshmen. However, that is a great 
challenge to have! 
 
RH:   Why Lake Mary High School?   Why now? 
 
DN:   I knew of Lake Mary because of Terry Pattishall. 
Her reputation and the award-winning bands she di-
rected are well known in Florida’s music education 
community.  In addition, Seminole County has an ex-
cellent reputation as a place to live in Florida. Also, I 
knew of the camaraderie the members this district of 
the Florida Bandmaster’s Association (FBA) share.  
Why now? I just completed my Masters degree at FSU 
and was recommended to Ms. Pattishall to be her suc-
cessor by one of my professors. 
 
RH:   Tell me about this year’s marching program.  
Aren’t you arranging the music and writing the drill 
yourself? 
 
DN:   The music is from The Rolling Stones.  Marching 
shows can be purchased or even commissioned, but I 
like arranging the music for the marching program and 
writing the drill myself. 
 
RH:    What is your philosophy on students participat-
ing in All-State, All-County, and Solo and Ensemble? 
 
DN:    I encourage students to develop their musical 
skills. Solo and ensemble participation is an opportu-
nity for individual players to focus on techniques which 
are particular to them and their musical development. 
 
RH:   What is your principal instrument? 

DN:    The euphonium which I began playing in 6th 
grade. The trombone is my secondary instrument. I 
started private lessons around 9th grade. 
 
RH:   Did you grow up in Florida?  Were you in your 
high school band? 
 
DN:   I grew up in Naples. My parents still live there.  
My favorite things about the band program were the 
jazz band and the marching band.  The jazz band 
would go out gigging and businesses would donate 
to the band program. It was fun. As a student, I was 
ready for marching season to start again when we 
were only half finished with concert season.  As a 
director, I still like marching band, but have really 
come to appreciate the musical challenges of con-
cert season.  
 
RH: Tell us about your post high school education.  
When did you decide to become a band director? 
 
DN: I already knew when I went to Florida State 
University for my undergraduate degree that I 
wanted to be a band director because of my high 
school experience. I liked everything about my high 
school band experience, including my director and 
his assistant. I participated in the FSU Marching 
Chiefs for five years. Wonderful experience! The 
academic program at FSU is rigorous and being 
accepted to the music education program as a fresh-
man is no guarantee of admission to the profes-
sional sequence for music education your junior 
year.   
 
RH:   Is it true that you were first chair in the top 
undergraduate ensemble? 
 
DN:    Yes, but don’t put that in because it sounds 
too much like I am bragging. 
 
RH:    Too late. Word is out that our band director 
excelled at the best university in Florida for studying 
music.  We like it.  Practical experience? 
 
DN:   Between my bachelor’s degree and returning 
to FSU for my master’s degree, I was the band di-
rector at Bay High School in Panama City for three 
years. For my undergraduate degree, I interned at 
Pryor Middle School in Ft. Walton Beach. I enjoyed 
that experience and although I always wanted to 
direct in high school, the middle school experience 
was invaluable. Teaching beginners gives a high 
school director certain tools which lead to quicker 
success for high school students.  
 
RH:   What do you hope each student gains from 
their band experience this year? 
 
DN:    If the students do what I have written on the 
board, I’ll be pretty happy.

1. Wash black leotard suit with cold water on gentle cycle or have professionally dry-cleaned after 

one or two wearings OR if is heavily soiled. 
2. DO NOT wash or dry clean vest. 
3. DO NOT spray hairspray, perfume, or any other harsh chemical on or around vest. 
4. If pants or sleeves on black leotard suit are too long, you may have them hemmed.  Please DO 

NOT cut any of the material off. 
5. Both pieces of the uniform are property of Lake Mary HS Band, therefore, if any piece of the uni-

form needs to be mended at any time, please let the Color Guard Director know immediately.  
Minor repairs will be taken care of by the Lake Mary HS Band.  Any major repairs or lack of care 
that is the direct fault of the member will be expected to be handled by the member. 

6. At the end of the season when the uniforms are to be returned, each member will have their uni-
form dry-cleaned.  The uniform will be returned to the Lake Mary HS Band in its dry-cleaning bag

Because the students love to play their instruments while performing marching drills or to dance or to perform 

synchronized  routines smoothly and confidently at the football half-time shows and at the District  
Marching Festival 
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All students are assessed a Marching Band Fee to be paid in four installments. This 
fee will cover the costs of Band Camp, additional instructors, drill and music, props 
and equipment, drinks and other expenses associated with the marching band. Stu-
dents/parents may elect to simply pay the fee or they may use the fundraising activi-
ties provided by the Boosters to help pay them.  After the fee is paid, any additional 
funds earned by students  through fundraising will go to their own account and can 
be used to purchase other student needs such as additional gloves or ponchos or go 
towards the trip to London.  These additional funds stay with the student from year to 
year until they graduate. They then can be transferred to a younger sibling in the 
band. Other general fund activities such as awards or senior tickets for the banquet  
are funded by activities all students are required to participate in such as Quarter 
Day.
