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Greetings from your Marching Rams Treasurer. 
 
We had two very successful fundraisers in January and February.  The first, Quarter Day, held January 30 through 
February 1 was a three day event.  We raised $1,441.94 in donations from the very generous patrons of Winn 
Dixie and Wal-Mart.  Thanks to all you students and parent chaperones that participated.  My fingers are still stiff
