Bus Rules for Chaperones

1. There will be at least one Chaperone sitting in the back and at least on Chaperone sitting in the front of each bus.  
2. One Chaperone will be in charge of the “Bus Bag” and will put signs up on the bus and record trip log.

3. Bus aisles must be clear of buckets, uniforms, etc.  Students must obey all bus rules. 

4. Contact other busses, if necessary, by cell phone. 

5. No food or drink is allowed on the bus, this includes the Chaperones. 

6. Chaperones and students will stay on the bus once we reach our destination. The exception will be Quarter Masters, Drum Majors, Chaperones in charge of Caution Tape and Chaperones in charge of Podiums.  All others will be told by a Band Officer when to get off the bus.  

7. All windows must be closed on the bus, when we reach our destination.  One Chaperone on each bus should be the last off and make sure the aisle is cleared and all windows are up.  

8. Podium Chaperones will need to take the podiums to the field.  After delivery, please return to the group. 

9. Caution Tape Chaperones will need to proceed to the stadium to clear and block off the area where the Marching Rams will be sitting (usually this area is the area directly across from the opposing team band seating section), and await the arrival of the group.  

10. When water coolers are unloaded from the truck, Water Chaperones will distribute it to the students, prior to students walking to the stadium.  

11. Chaperones will walk with the band to the visitor side carrying buckets or any other equipment as needed.

12. After the Marching Rams are seated, all Chaperones are to sit in a vertical line between the Marching Rams and the fans, if possible.  If it is not possible, we will try to sit around the Marching Rams perimeter, as close as possible.  

13. No food or Soda’s are allowed in the stands, only water. This applies to Chaperones also. 

14. After the game, Chaperones will see to it that our seating area is clean of all trash and water bottles and that no student personal items are left behind.  

15. Chaperones will walk back to the buses with the Marching Rams carrying buckets or any other equipment as needed.

16. Roll call must be done by a Band Officer before leaving. Have them do this as quickly as possible.  

17. Hard Candy that is the Bus Bags may be given to the students (upon driver and Mr. Norona approval) but wrappers must be collected and thrown away. 

18. Once back at LMHS, students will need to remain on the bus until dismissed by the Band Officer.  Quarter masters and Uniform Committee are dismissed early.  One Chaperone should remain on the bus to check for lost articles and trash.  Windows need to be up.  A Chaperone will need to sign the bus driver’s sheet.  Log Sheets, “Bus Bags” and Badges need to be turned in to the Kris Ebert before leaving for the evening.
