Home Game Chaperone Instructions
1. All Chaperones should arrive at school at the instructed time and park in the parking lot, not in the driveway or under the covered bus ramp.  Please wear a red shirt.  Report to room 3-120 (piano lab) to receive instructions, information, assignments and your Chaperone badge.  Please use the double doors at the side of the building, do enter through the band room.

2. Chaperones will carry items as indicated by Mr. Norona or the Chaperone Coordinator, such as audio equipment, water coolers, ropes, plume cases, band buckets for the percussionists etc.

3. Chaperones will need to escort the students when walking to and from the stadium.  Please space yourself on either side of the line (about every 8-10 students) and walk with the group.  Please do not follow the group or walk in clusters.  Please watch carefully for moving cars in the parking lot. The safety of our students is a top priority!
4. Once in the stands, we ask that the Chaperones sit at the ends of the aisles at intervals all the way up the stands to separate the Marching Rams from the fans.  In that way, we can easily relay messages and use the Caution Tape to block off the stairs for the band to enter and exit. Only Marching Rams, Leaders and Chaperones are allowed in the band section, including the front area where the Drum Major podium is located.  

5. NO FOOD OR DRINK is allowed in the band section of the stands.  (This includes Chaperones).  Water bottles will be given out as the band enters the stands at the beginning of the game.  No gum is allowed while the students are in uniform.  Chaperones will abide by all the same rules as the students.

6. Should a band member need to return to the band room or use the restroom (with Mr. Norona’s permission only), a Chaperone must accompany them.

7. We will have a Medical Bag on hand at every game, and will also have a medical person available to handle illnesses or accidents should the need arrive.  If there is a serious illness or injury, Chaperones are to contact emergency personnel on the field. Emergency personnel are at every game.

8. Students will wear their uniforms properly at all times while with the band and need to report any uniform malfunction to a Chaperone.
9. During pre-game, half-time and 3rd quarter (the Marching Rams are dismissed for break during the 3rd quarter) designated Chaperones will be asked to watch the band area of the stands.  The students leave their band buckets, instruments, music, etc. in their seats, therefore it is up to the Chaperones to make sure that NO ONE is allowed to move or sit in the area.  (Exception will be made for Chaperones from the opposing high school with appropriate badges).  Security of our students and their belongings is a top priority!

10. At the end of the game, we again assist with returning equipment to the band room and walk with the students back to the band room.  Again, please watch carefully for moving cars in the parking lot, as fans will be in a hurry to leave.  

11. Please be sure to return your Chaperone Badge and record your dividend hours in the book upon your return to the Piano Lab at the end of the evening.  Please wait for your child at the door outside the school and not in the band room.
12. No one will be allowed into the school after games (this includes former band students) except for current students and Chaperones.  Designated Chaperones will be asked to stand by the double doors near the rest rooms and the back band room doors to make sure no one but Marching Ram students enter the building.  This is school policy.
13. Chaperones will be required to wear a Red Shirt to be distinguished as a Chaperone!
14. Chaperones will abide by all the same rules as the students!
15. If a Chaperone cannot abide by the rules as set forth, they will be reported to Mr. Norona and asked to leave and will not be asked to Chaperone for the remainder of the year.
