Greetings Ram Parents and Students, 
 
This will be my final newsletter as band treasurer.  It 
has been a rewarding two years working with all of you 
and I will miss the interaction with both parents and stu-
dents.   
 
By now all of you should know what your final balance 
is on your fair share account.  The latest/greatest state-
ment should be dated April 5 and should be online. To 
protect privacy, accounts are listed numerically by ID 
number. Simply type in the ID in the Search box and the 
statement will show up.   
 
We raised an amazing $2,534 for our Quarter Days. 
The students raised $1,984 in candy sale money to go 
into their fair share account.  We received $72 from the 
Glenn Miller Orchestra ticket sales.  Percussion had 
their own quarter day and raised $289 in one afternoon 
of fundraising at the Lake Mary Farmers Market.   
 
Every year, the band board operates from a detailed 
budget. We have several fixed expenses and some that 
vary. We know how much we have to raise each year to 
meet all the bandôs needs. Please refer to the separate 
article that lists our expenses and the different ways 
that we raise money throughout the year.  
 
So far this year we have raised $12,545.  We were 
budgeted to raise $14,218 so we are still short $1,673.  
Band dues are supposed to bring in $32,465. So far, we 
have only collected $23,342!  This leaves the band 
short by $9,123 in unpaid fees.  Without this money, it 
is impossible to purchase the necessary items to run 
band camp.   Please pay your dues. 
 

Alas, we still have many students that haven't 
fulfilled their band dues requirements.  There is 
only one more fundraiser to participate in.  If 
you don't pay your dues by the end of April 
then your student accounts will be sent to the 
office as a student debt and must be paid to 
the office.  Until your debt is paid, you will not 
be able to receive your report card or Senior 
transcripts. Returning students  won't be able 
to receive a parking pass or a student ID card 
until your debt is paid in full.  Please don't wait 
for this to happen.  Please pay your dues. 
 
The latest statements are now available on the website.  
Please review the April statements and call me with 

questions.  Time is running out, the end of the year is 
almost here.  Please contact me if you don't know if 
you've paid your dues.

All should have already been paid.  Please send in 
cash, check or money order with your balance due.  If 
you have previously bounced a check we will only ac-
cept cash or money orders. 
 
Instrumentalists  $210 
All should have already been paid.  Please send in 
cash, check or money order with your balance due.  If 
you have previously bounced a check we will only ac-
cept cash or money orders. 
 
Make all checks payable to LMHS Band Boosters and 
place in an envelope that is available in the band room 
and fill in the date, studentôs name, section they are in 
(band, marionettes, color guard), what you are paying 
(band fees, accessories, instrument rentals, etc), the 
amount enclosed and whether you are paying by cash 
or check.  Please also include the check number on the 
envelope. 
 
If you turn in cash, please put it in a sealed envelope 
with the studentôs name, the dollar amount and the pur-
pose of the funds on the outside of the envelope that is 
available in the band room.  Remember, if there is no 
name on the envelope we wonôt be able to credit your 
childôs account. 
 
 
All Returned Checks will be assessed an additional $17 
to cover bank fees.  All future payments will then need 
to be made in either cash or money order. 
 
If any of you have any questions about your childôs ac-
count please email me at the below email address or 
call me at 321-945-9152. 
 
There are numerous items that must be paid through 
the Band Booster Association.  Without band dues and 
fundraising there would be no money for marching at 
the football games and no money to participate in com-
petitions throughout the year.  Please pay your dues 
and support the Lake Mary High School Band. 
 
Thanks for all of your help and support throughout the 
past two years.  I couldn't have done it without all of 
you.

AND HOW IS THE MONEY USED? 

 
The band program spends money throughout the year -- 

Having guest clinicians during band camp 
Buying rights to the music that we play during marching season and concert season 
Renting a moving van for each away game, paying for tolls and gasoline 
Dry cleaning all marching uniforms several times a year 
Dry cleaning tuxes and gowns during concert season 
Entry fees to festivals 
Catering Senior Night 
Maintaining school-owned instruments 
Renting a hall for Band Banquet and catering. 
 

The school gives us a certain amount every year but we typically need to raise an additional 
$55,000 per year to cover the Band's expenses. To pay these bills, the Band raises funds 
throughout the year -- e.g. 

 
Band dues 
Selling DVDs of the band 
Silent auction during the Prism concert 
Working in the concession stands (we receive a percentage of the profits from the 

Lake Mary HS Boosters) 
Selling Cheesecakes, Apples, Honey Baked Ham Certificates, Candy sales, advertising 

and our Quarter Day
