There has been so much fundraising going on this sum-
mer and fall.  E-books was a great success for students.  
Their fair share accounts were credited with close to 
$4,100.  Thank you all for bringing in your money and 
order forms in such a timely manner.  Also, a big thanks 
to Leadership for assisting in the collection of the books 
and forms.

For privacy purposes, they 
will be posted under your son or daughter’s student ID 
number, not their name.

It will be updated 
monthly for you to see what’s been posted.  If you have 
any questions about the balances, please contact me at 
your earliest convenience.
